Jeremy Hunt (Conservative)  

    I have been 

Shadow Culture 
Secretary for nearly 
three years now, 
and I consider it a 
tremendous privi-
lege. The arts in 
Britain are a huge 
success and I want 
to build on this. My 
approach is based 
on three core princi-

ples: secure, long-term funding for the 
arts, based on the mixed economy and the 
armôs length principle; excellence in every-
thing the arts does; enjoyment of the arts 
by as many people as possible, of every 
age and from every background.  

So what would we actually do? First we 
will reform the National Lottery and return 
it to its original aims of supporting the arts, 
heritage, sport and the voluntary sector. 
Since 1998 the Government has diverted 
almost £3.5 billion from these original good 
causes into its own pet projects. Under our  

 

plans the arts will benefit from a greater 
share of Lottery funding than they do now. 
On current figures this would mean around 
£50 million extra going to arts organisa-
tions.  

We will also do what we can to boost pri-
vate giving and help cultural organisations 
build up endowments. We will make public 
funding available on a matched funding 
basis to institutions which are committed to 
these up. And George Osborne has com-
mitted to longer term funding settlements 
for those organisations that are serious 
about establishing an endowment. Fi-
nally we will reform both gift aide and the 
rules around how organisations can thank 
their donors.  

To ensure that our great cultural organisa-
tions like the Tate and British Museum 
have the freedom to make the most of 
these new opportunities for philanthropy 
we will also legislate to create a new ad-
ministrative status for the cultural organi-
sations that are currently classified as 
quangos.  

 

They should be able to raise and spend 
money from the private sector free from 
the grip of the Treasury. Last month, my 
Shadow Arts Minister, Ed Vaizey, and 
I built upon the commitments outlined by 
George with the publication of an Arts 
Manifesto. In this paper we laid out exactly 
what a Conservative Government would 
do to support the arts and you can view 
this in full on the Shadow DCMS website:

Through these proposals, we hope to 
play a part in building a society rich in its 
emotional register; deep in its self-
knowledge; and broad and tolerant in its 
outlook. In short, I simply want the arts to 
receive the support they so deserve.

Since becoming the Labour Party candi-
date two years ago, I have been delighted 
to give the Farnham Theatre Association 
and its campaign my full support. The han-
dling of the Redgrave Theatre by succes-
sive Waverley councillors over the years is 
nothing short of scandalous.    
  
If it was a major London venue being 
treated in the same way, I am sure there 
would be a national outcry.  As it is, a huge 
amount of work needs to be done just to 

keep the issue up the agenda and at the forefront of peopleôs 
minds.  The FTA continues to make an unanswerable case for 
either its re-opening, or a new alternative high quality 
venue.  With seemingly everyone in Farnham in support, it is 
high time that the Council worked together with the FTA to arrive 
at a solution. 
  
Too often, the arts get left behind in the debate about develop-
ment, and yet they should be a top priority.  There is an intrinsic 
value to the culture which lies at the heart of its importance to our  

 

society.  But at the same time, it plays a supporting role in other 
parts of our lives, through creating more attractive places to live 
and work, to helping drive economic regeneration.  

Whilst the importance of the arts is not a source of political de-
bate, the funding of them very much is.  The Labour Government 
has increased investment in the arts by 83% since 1997 and 
through its new ñNight Less Ordinaryò programme has distributed 
50,000 free tickets to young people in England, to help them en-
joy theatre, often for the first time. 
The ability to enjoy culture and the arts must never be a privilege 
that only the wealthy can enjoy.  Nor should it be confined to the 
big cities.  
  
That is why the work of the FTA is so important.  Farnham has a 
proud and long tradition as a centre for the arts in our re-
gion.  With the FTA leading the way I am sure that this will con-
tinue long into the future.

Our deepest sympathies to the family of Corin Redgrave following his sad loss to us all. 
Here are some salutary words and thoughts for us all which he prepared for a seminar:  

ñWhy keep the Redgrave Theatreò,  May 2004. 
 
[This was read aloud by John Levitt. Corin was rehearsing for his role of King Lear at Strat-
ford and had sent his apologies to the meeting]. 

          ñThe neglect and semi-ruin of a theatre so generously named after my father, hardly a 
quarter of a century after it was built, seemed to me symbolic of the transitory and imperma-
nence of the actorôs art and of its place in our society.  It is a paradox.  Our country, I think, is 
permanently good at this most impermanent art.  My interest in the Redgrave is partly famil-
ial.  It pains me more than I can adequately express to see it in its present state.  But I am 
mainly interested in what its revival could accomplish. 

One is acutely aware of all the theatres within a certain radius which now compete for audi-
ences and for funding.  Hence I do not believe that a revived Redgrave could ever begin to 
thrive if it only offered what it did so well before.  It would thrive, I believe in the measure that Farnham and its theatre should be-
come as synonymous with excellence as that pretty village in Sussex, Glyndebourne, has become. 

I would establish a foundation for the study of acting.  The Redgrave would be a school, and a theatre.  A school, primarily for gradu-
ate actors who would be paid both as students and as performers.  Its teachers would be directors and actors from Europe and 
America. 

I would dedicate the next five years of my life, and a negotiable part of what remains, if any, to such a project.ò
